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Dear Church Family, 

 

After the bewildering tragedies that we have seen in the last 

few years ï the children in Newtown, CT, the church folk in 

Charleston, SC, the Boston Marathon bombing,  the shootings in 

Colorado, San Bernadino, CA, and others, and most recently in 

Orlando, FL  it is hard to know what to think, how to be. What is a 

person of faith who believes in Godôs good will to do or think or say? 

In a sermon written in Boston right after the Boston Marathon 

bombing, Laura Everett, director of the Massachusetts Council of 

Churches, compared the experience of those folks in Watertown, MA  

who had to ñshelter in placeò while the police tracked down the 

bombers, to the experience of Jesusô disciples after Jesusô death. She 

said,  

We have been bound up, locked down, sheltered-in-place, held 

by this strange, harrowing series of events. We have been wrapped 

tight in our burial shrouds. 

In the days after the Easter resurrection of Christ, the disciples 

finally left that stuffy apartment in Jerusalem where they had been 

bound by fear and dread, where they had run out of milk and toilet 

paper. They venture outside, into a world utterly changed. 

The sun seems brighter, but harsher. The roads seem busier, 

but scarier. And they did what the living do. They walk along the road 

to Emmaus. They go fishing. They sit down for breakfast and try to 

comprehend their new reality. 

This is what we Christians do. We are a people of the 

resurrection. We are a people of Christôs resurrection, and we cling to 

the promise that we will be resurrected, too. 

We know that no grave can hold our bodies down. Weôve been 

here before. We know that story of a week that begins with a parade 

and ends with death. We know that buried hallelujahs will eventually 

rise. We know that the curtain will open again to reveal to us the altar 

and the bread of heaven. We are the people who say death does not 

have the final say. 

This is what the living do to stay living after facing death. We 

come to church; we walk outside; we buy food at the grocery; we 
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practice normalcy knowing that things are not normal, that normalcy 

has been disrupted, that this is not life as usual. 

Her sermon ends, ñin this time of uncertainty and fear, we cling 

to the sure promises of our God that we do not go on in vain. Even as 

we grieve, we will remain steadfast in charity, defiant in hope, 

practiced in forgiveness, and constant in prayer. This is what the living 

do.ò
