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Dear Church Family,
World Communion Sunday reminds us that C
calls us to a table where the welcome is wide, where there is plenty for
all, and where Christ shares himself generously. His table is a special
place and time for many reasons. It is important first of all of course,
because it is how and when we connect to his presence with us in a very
direct way. One of the many other reason
is because it is a table; it is fellowship over food.
Think about what happens when a visitor comes to your house. If
the visit is going to be any longer than a minute or two, we invite the
person to sit down and we offer something to drink with perhaps a
cookie on the teacup saucer. Or, if the family is getting together, it is for
a meal like Sunday dinner or a Friday pizza night. We gather around
the table because eating together is an important way that we connect to
one another and enjoy one another. We share an experience that brings
us closer together. Food shared at a table with family and friends is a
very different thing from a can of tuna consumed standing at the kitchen
sink.
Eating together is also about the fobdhe physical sustenance
that Goddés gift of daily bread gives wus.

Ko
perfect comic timing, and profound human sympathy conjure up a
tantalizing beauty that lies on the far side of the irredeemably
ordinary. To that extent, Skylark is nothing less than a magical book.
